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There are several methods to migrate your data to AWS RDS. The method below is just a sample, you may need to contact AWS support to understand which the best solution is to migrate database data to AWS RDS.

1. Connect to your local SQL server using SQL Server Management Studio
2. Backup ALM site admin and ALM projects database to .bak file
3. Install SQL Server Management Studio on AWS EC2 (Windows) 
4. Copy bak files to above EC2
5. Restore database with bak files (For details, please refer to sql server documentation), you will need to enter a new database name or use original one
6. After database is restored, run query on the newly restored database (Right click on this database and select ‘New Query’
7. Execute following query statement one by one:
Please ensure following sql statements are executed on restored database, not default database 'master'
· EXEC sp_change_users_login 'Report'
· EXEC sp_change_users_login 'Update_One', 'td', 'td'
· EXEC sp_change_users_login 'Update_One', 'td', 'td'
